A newly developed system controlled by inhalation and exhalation may be able to bring
mobility back to the severely paralyzed. Being developed at the Weizmann Institute of
Science in Rehovot, Israel, the system employs a sensor that fits in a nostril opening and
measures changes in air pressure. A pressure transducer translates this information into
electrical signals which are transmitted to a computer and its specialized software via USB
connection. While the system can be made to work with a variety of sniffs (long or short,
strong or shallow), researchers employed a simple sniff code for their wheelchairs: A

"sniff out then in" implied "left"; and a successive "sniff in then out" implied "right."
Researchers tested the system on 96 healthy volunteers and 10 quadriplegics with
promising results.

New data suggest that therapy by phone may be a better option for
some patients. When patients receive psychotherapy for depression over the phone, more
than 90 percent continue with it. The review of a dozen studies of phone therapy showed
that the average conflict rate with therapists in the phone therapy was only 7.6 percent,
compared to nearly 50 percent in face-to-face therapy. The researchers also found that
phone therapy appeared to be just as effective at reducing depressive symptoms as
face-to-face treatment.

The human body contains as much energy in fat as a one-ton battery. That energy fuels
our everyday activities. But what if those actions could in turn run the electronic devices
we rely on? A dance club in Rotterdam, Netherlands is getting in on the action with a
floor that harnesses the energy created by dancers' steps. The floor is based on the
piezoelectric effect, in which certain materials produce an electric current when compressed
or bent. As clubgoers dance, the floor is compressed by less than half an inch, which
makes contact with the piezoelectric material under it and generates anywhere from two to
20 watts of electricity, depending on the impact of the patrons' feet. For now, it's just
enough to power LED lights in the floor, but in the future, more output is expected from
newer technology.

Charlotte Hess and 2009 Nobel Laureate in Economic Science, Elinor Ostrom, argue that
knowledge is a collective resource and a non-rival common good. This means that sharing
information does not inevitably lead to what Garrett Hardin called the “tragedy of the
commons” referring to the excessive use of natural commons (water, forest, fishery), if
access is not regulated. However, information survives individual appropriation; it is
non-rival in use.

emissions cuts. @ That would mean, for instance, that countries such as Germany and the
United Kingdom, which have been emitting for longer than most countries, would bear a
larger share than their current emissions implied. @ Greenhouse gases have been known to
absorb heat and hold this heat in the atmosphere, instead of reflecting it back into space.

(B) As a special treat, his young granddaughter was allowed to come to the table; she
misbehaved, and her mother made her stand in the corner with her face to the wall.

Mass customization is a strategy that allows manufacturers or retailers to provide
individualized products to consumers. Today's apparel supplier must look for new ways to
offer customers topquality goods at highly competitive prices.

This technological
strategy is used today by some fashion firms. This type of customization is often limited,
however, to a small number of customers.

(B) Based on the exact image, body scanning software then defines and captures all the
measurements necessary for actually producing the garment or shoe. This data is forwarded
online to the manufacturer, whose production technologies ensure an exact fit.

(C) Consumers desire products that can be personalized through fit preferences, color

selection, fabric choices, or design characteristics. A solution to the fit preference is a body

or foot scanner that takes a customer's measurements digitally, creating what is referred to
as digital twin.

Cultural characteristics are not only passed from parents to children, but may be passed on
from any one individual to another by word of mouth or by writing.

(A) Like those infectious diseases, cultural habits such as pop music preferences and
clothing fashions may spread very quickly nowadays, especially through the media of radio
and television.

(B) So some cultural changes may be adopted quite quickly by a whole population.
Transmission of culture is rather like transmission of an infection. Flu and colds spread very
quickly, especially with the large amount of contact that people now have with each other.

(C) However, other deep-rooted cultural characteristics of races and racial subgroups are
much more difficult to change. These are the cultural patterns that are so resistant to
alteration that they have the appearance of being inherent.

The timing of positive versus negative behavior seems to influence attraction. Several
studies have identified what has been called the loss-gain effect.

(A) Studies suggest that you would not. In fact, people are more attracted to individuals
who are consistently negative than to people who initially behave positively and then
switch to negative behavior.

(B) The reason is this: people who start out being nice get our hopes up, so the letdown
we experience when we discover that they are not nice makes it worse than if they had
acted badly from the start.

(C) This effect reflects what happens to attraction when a person’s behavior moves from
positive to negative or from negative to positive. For example, if someone seemed very
nice to you early in the interaction, but then began to act like a fool, would you be more
attracted to that person than if that person were a fool from the start?

(C) The miracle becomes even more amazing when you consider the long, slow,
evolutionary process of give and take that produced the human body. Our bodies
developed with nature, within it, as part of it, over time.

(A) This means a little bit of stimulation to a teenage brain whose synapses are firing all
over the place leads to wanting more stimulation that can, in certain situations, result in a
kind of overlearning. The more commonly known name for this overlearning is addiction.

(B) These abilities give them a distinct advantage over adults, but because they are so
primed to learn, they are also extremely vulnerable to learning the wrong things. How does
this happen?

(C©) It is all because the brain wants rewards and anything that is learned, good or bad,
that stimulates the production of dopamine is interpreted by the brain as a reward.

(A) This need isn't simply learned; it is a biological imperative— animals organize their
environments instinctively. Most mammals are biologically programmed to put their
digestive waste away from where they eat and sleep.

(B) We don't know why these simultaneous explosions of intellectual activity occurred when
they did (perhaps daily human experience had hit a certain level of complexity). But the
human need to organize our lives, our environment, even our thoughts, remains strong.

(C) Dogs have been known to collect their toys and put them in baskets; ants carry off
dead members of the colony to burial grounds; certain birds and rodents create barriers

around their nests in order to more easily detect invaders.

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Imitation seems to be a key to the transmission of valuable practices among nonhumans.
The most famous example is that of the macaque monkeys on the island of Koshima in

Japan.

(A) In the early 1950s, Imo, a one-year-old female macaque, somehow hit upon the idea of
washing her sweet potatoes in a stream before eating them. Soon it was hard to find a
Koshima macaque who wasn't careful to wash off her sweet potato before eating it.

(B) Imo, though, realized that if you threw a handful of wheat and sand into the ocean,
the sand would sink and the wheat would float. Again, within a few years most of her
fellow macaques were throwing wheat and sand into the sea and obtaining the benefits.

(C© A few years later, Imo introduced another innovation. Researchers on the island
occasionally gave the monkeys wheat (in addition to sweet potatoes). But the wheat was
given to them on the beach, where it quickly became mixed with sand.
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One of the most notable examples of the collaboration of film director and composer was
that of Eisenstein and Prokofiev in the making of Alexander Nevsky (1938).

(A) At other times, a reverse procedure would be followed. Music would be written after a
sequence had been shot and edited, to conform to a rough of the final picture “cut.” The
aim was to relate music and picture through an identical fluidity of aural and visual
structure.

(B) Following these talks, the composer would sometimes rough out and record musical
passages for a scene or sequence. The director would then film these sections and try
editing them in accordance with the musical construction.

It is known that “smart” people tend to use more complex working-memory-intensive
strategies to figure out problems.

When subjects took the exam with nothing at stake, the
“smart” high-working- memory group predictably outscored the low- working-memory
group. Yet, when Beilock gave both groups the test again, this time adding in the prospect
of a cash prize and saying that a panel of math professors would judge their results,
something surprising happened: the lowmemory group’s scores remained unchanged, while
the high-memory group’s scores dove all the way down to the level of the low-memory
group. Being “smarter” made the high-working-memory group more likely to collapse; their
working memory was suddenly filled with performance- related worries, holding them back
from their potential.
